INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY
And
CLAY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
(County Road 220 Transit Facility)

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is effective as of

, 2010 by and between the JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION
AUTHORITY (JTA), a body corporate and politic of the State of Florida (the “Authority™),
and CLAY COUNTY, FLORIDA, a political subdivision of the State of Florida (the
“County”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, the Authority provides transit services in Duval County, Florida, including
service for transit patrons traveling between Duval County and the County;

WHEREAS, the County desires to provide enhanced transit service within the County
to improve transportation options for its residents and for travelers between the counties, and
has acquired for such purposes that certain parcel of land consisting of 9.5 acres more or less,
located in the County and depicted on the Phase 1 Site Plan attached hereto as Exhibit A (the
“Land”);

WHEREAS, the Authority has received grant funding under FL-96-X012-01
which is available for the capital purposes set forth herein, including designing, planning and
constructing a transit station on the Land (the “Grant Funds”); and

WHEREAS, the Authority and the County desire to plan, design, construct, maintain
and operate a transit hub, including a park-and-ride facility, on the Land, on the terms and
conditions set forth herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and other good and valuable
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto
do hereby agree as follows:

1. The County has acquired the Land for the purposes of, among other things, permitting
the operation of transit services by the Authority and by the County, on the Land. The
County hereby bargains, grants, conveys and sets over to the Authority an irrevocable
license (the “License”) in and to 9.5 acres more or less, depicted as the “Clay County



Multi-Modal Center"” on the Phase | Site Plan on Exhibit A attached hereto (such
parcel, as the same may be relocated by the County as provided herein and together
with an non-exclusive easement for ingress and egress to and from the Transit Station
Parcel hereby granted by the County to the Authority, the “Transit Station Parcel”) for a
term of ninety-nine (99) years, with ten (10) successive renewal options of ten (10)
years each, exercisable by the Authority by written notice of exercise not later than
ninety (90) days prior to each then-upcoming license termination date or by continued
use by the Authority of the Transit Station Parcel for the purposes of operating and
maintaining a transit hub on such parcel. The County hereby covenants and agrees that
the Authority shall enjoy undisturbed use of the Transit Station Parcel for such term, as
the same may be extended by the Authority, subject to the terms of this Agreement;
provided however that the County will also jointly use this site for the County’s transit
and park and ride activities.

The fee for the License is the sum of $1 per year, the receipt for all of which, including
the renewal terms, is hereby acknowledged by the County, in advance.

At the option and sole cost of the County, the County may relocate the transit station
facilities to an adjacent property, with prior notice to the Authority and carried out by
the County in such a way as to permit continued use of the Land for transit station and
park-and-ride purposes, including maintaining a safe, covered area for transit vehicle
loading and unloading of passengers during the relocation process. The County may, as
part of its costs of relocation, be required to repay the federal government grant funds
applied to the capital costs of the transit hub.

For purposes of this Agreement, “transit” means and includes buses, trolleys, commuter
rail vehicles, paratransit vehicles, carpool services and shuttle vehicles.

The Authority, at its sole expense but subject to the limitation that its obligations under
this paragraph are solely limited to the availability of Grant Funds, shall design, plan
and construct on the Transit Station Parcel: an initial phase project including vehicular
ingress and egress as generally represented on the site plan in Exhibit A (“Site Plan™); a
transit shelter and loading/unloading platform; an approximately fifty (50) space park-
and-ride surface lot as generally represented on the Site Plan; facility lighting; trash
receptacles at the transit shelter; and signage necessary and sufficient in the reasonable
opinion of the Authority. The County shall periodically maintain the structural
elements and integrity of the transit shelter, signage, loading/unloading platform,
parking areas, and transit vehicle pathway (represented on the Site Plan). In addition,
daily cleaning (including trash removal), landscape maintenance and all other
maintenance for such facilities shall be by and at the expense of the County.

The Authority shall have the right to operate transit services at the Transit Station
Parcel from time to time in accordance with its overall operation of mass transit
services, and any future coordination with County transit services, the schedules for
which are subject to change from time to time. In the event that the Authority
determines to permanently discontinue transit service at the Transit Station Parcel, the
Authority shall notify the County in writing and shall execute and deliver such
reconveyance or release documents as the County may reasonably request.

The County shall, at its sole cost and expense, ensure the availability of and payment
for utilities to the Transit Station Parcel for use by JTA and the County. The County
shall be solely responsible for the on-going utilities costs (usage and other charges),

periodic trash removal, landscape maintenance and replacement, lighting elements
replacement, general cleaning of the transit shelter, and cleaning and maintenance of
the park-and-ride facilities and planning, design, installation, construction and
maintenance of pedestrian walks.

The Authority is granted an irrevocable license with respect to the Transit Station
Parcel and the related easements, and has no other rights or liabilities with respect to
the Land or the Transit Station Parcel. The Authority, subject to the limitations
(including dollar limitations) of s. 728.68, Florida Statutes, is responsible for the acts
and omissions of its employees and agents on the Transit Station Parcel, and shall
require that its contractors with respect to the improvements to be made to the Land
shall be insured with general liability coverage in amounts not less than $1 million per
occurrence, $2 million aggregate (and by workers’ compensation policies per statutory
requirements).

This Agreement, including the grant of the License, is binding upon and shall inure to
the benefit of the successors and assigns of the parties to this Agreement.

The Parties acknowledge that in the budget for each fiscal year of the County

during which the term of the agreement is in effect a limited amount of funds are
appropriated which are available to make payments arising under the contract or
agreement. Any other provisions of the contract or agreement to the contrary
notwithstanding, and pursuant to the provisions of Section 129.07, Florida Statutes,

the maximum payment that the County is obligated to make under the agreement

from the budget of any fiscal year shall not exceed the appropriation for said fiscal

year.

The Parties intend to develop a legal description for the Transit Station Parcel

which, when completed and approved by both parties in writing, shall become

Exhibit B to this Agreement without formal amendment.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, each of the parties hereto has caused its duly authorized

officers to execute and deliver this Agreement on or as of the date first above written.
